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The study and comparison of marital satisfaction, quality of life,
happiness and life expectancy among married women with

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Abdract

The purpose of the current research was to study and compare marital satisfaction,
quality of life, happiness, and life expectancy among women with either fewer or
more than five years of marriage. This research design is casud-comparative and
the population of the research conssted of dl married women with ether less or
more than 5 years of marital experience in Dezful city. 170 married women (85
married women with less than 5 years of marita experience and 85 married
women with more than 5 years of marita experience) were recruited using
voluntary sampling method. The participants filled out the ENRICH Maritd
Satisfaction Questionnaire, World Hedth Organization's Quality of Life Scde
(WHO-QOL BREF), the Oxford Happiness Inventory (OHI) and the Miller's Hope
Inventory (MHI). The data were analyzed using the t-test and SPSS-25 saftware. The
results showed thet the married women with less than 5 years of marital experience
have more levels of marital satisfaction, happiness and life expectancy, but thereis not
differences between the two group in of quality of life varigble. According to the
results, can conclude that passing time can affect how couples reect to their marital life
and how they fed about it.
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Extended Abstract

Introduction:

One of the most powerful findings in the marital research literature may be
the honeymoon-is-over effect (Logan, 2018) which states that the initid high
levels of maritd satisfaction decreases over time and follows a U-shaped curve.
The research has shown that the marita satisfaction is at the highest levelsin the
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first years of marriage, then it decreases over the following years and findly it
gets higher after passing years (Lavner & Clarck, 2017). On the other hand,
martid life quaity is essentia to a useful, effective and stisfying persond life
and includes peoples cognitive evauation of their own life status (Grapton,
Lemede, Arabian, & Strotz, 2018). In fact, quality of life is a generd concept
and originated from cognitive and emotiona perception of individuas from the
whole life. Ergo, people with high quality of life experience more postive
emotions from their own and others past, future and they recal more postive
events and have poditive evacuation from their surroundings (Thimm, 2010).

Amato and James (2018) found that people experience different leves of
happiness in different cycles of their maritd life. Also, Bga (2018) found that in
his research that the happiness people fed in their lives follows a U-shaped
curve which increases with increasing age initialy then it decreases and finaly
after years it increases again. Vaiety of dudies have addressed the age
differences in hope aong childhood and adolescence but only afew studies have
compared hope in adolescence and adulthood (Bronk, Hill, Lapdey, Tdib, &
Finch, 2009). Mogt of the available studies have addressed to the age differences
in different developmentd periods and because of large differences in their
samples combinaions, comparing their results is not possble (Marques &
Gdlagher, 2018). In result, given what has been mentioned and lack of research
literature in lran regard to the current research, the current research aims to
compare maritd satisfaction, qudity of life, happiness and life expectancy amnong
women with fewer and more than five years of marriagein Dezful.

Method

The current research design was casud-comparative study. One hundred and
seventy (85 married women with less than 5 years of marital experience and 85
married women with more than 5 years of marital experience) married women
of Dezful were recruited using valuntary sampling method. The participants
were sdected from public areas such as parks, mosgues, and markets.

Ingtruments

Participants completed Enriching and Nurturing Relationship Issus
Communication HappinessENRIC, World Hedth Organization's Qudity of
Life Scde-BREF, and the Oxford Happiness Inventory-OHI. The Cronbach's o
was cdculated for dl the used questionnaires in order to make sure of their
reliability. The results of Cronbach's a for the ENRICH, the WHOQOL-BREF,
and the OHI were satisfactory 0.84, 0.72, and 0.73, respectively.

Trend of research

For the purpose of the research, the research atended to different areas of
Dezful incuding public aress such as parks, mosques, and markets and
requested the eligible women to fill out the questionnaires. Also, the research
ethics were followed by explaining the purpose of the research, some
information about the research, the anonymity of the forms and the secrecy of
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their persond information, their rights to withdraw the research, and adso
ingtructions to complete the forms. After collecting the information.

Analyss of data
The data were analyzed using independent groups t-test, and Statistical
Package for Socia Science version 25.

Findings

The reaults of the t-test showed that there are differences between the two
groups in terms of marita satisfaction, happiness, and hope. In more details, the
married women with maritd life experience of less than 5 years have more
marital satisfaction (t = 3.406, p < 0.01), happiness (t = 3.398, p < 0.01) and
hope (t = 3.393, p < 0.01) than married with marita life experience of more than
5 years have more maritd satisfaction. But there is not difference between the
two groupsin life qudity variable (t = 1.382, p = 0.169).

Discussion

As was mentioned earlier, the purpose of the current research was to
compare married women with marita life experience of less than 5 years with
married women with marital life experience of more than 5 years in terms of
maritd satisfaction, maritd life quaity, happiness, and hope as well. The results
of the current research are in line with those of Shakerian (2009), Cohen and
Manning (2010), and Haford, Sanders, & Behrence (2011) who found out
newlywed couples experience more levels of maritd satisfaction than couples
with more than 5 years of marital life. Also, Jose and Alfones (2012) and
Haford et d. (2011) found that couples with more than 5 years of maritd life
experience more levels of quality of life than newlyweds which isin contrary to
the results of the current research which found no daidicdly significant
differences between the two groups which might be due to the narrow time
difference between the two compared groups of the current research. Alexander
et d. (2017), Cohen and Manning (2010), and Argyle (2001), in line with the
results of the current research, reported that newlywed couples experience more
levels of happiness than their old counterparts mainly due to the freshness of
their marriage and sexud satisfactions. Findly, the current research showed that
newlyweds experience more hope than couples with more years of maritd life
which could be accounted for by privilege of not facing with heavy burden of
marital life problems and difficulties.

Condusions

Generdly, one can conclude that couples maritd life undergoes lots of
changes and developments during yeas and after shaping the marriage. The
researches have shown that marriages face with developmenta challenges in
middle and later of adulthood in which women with well-adjusted identities can

short marriages and long marriages differ in terms of their quality.
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
