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Abstract

Marital satisfaction is one of the important
variables of marriage and predicts it's
maintain, which can be studied as a predictor
of marital satisfaction, is a perspectives taking.
The present study amed to Investigate sdf
and other’s perspective taking as predictors
of marital satisfaction in married coqu&s
resident of in Ahvaz was conducted. The
present study was correlational of regression
type. 300 married men and women (148 men,
152 women) were sdlected using voluntary
sampling_method, and completed the Self
Dyadic Perspective Taking (SDPT) and
Other Dyadic Perspectives Taking (ODPT),
and the Relationship Assessment Scales
(RAS). Results indicated that there is a
positive and significant correlation between
salf-perspectives taking and other per ive
taking with marital satisfaction, and these
perspectives taking have the power to predict
marital satisfection (p < 0.001). However, it
can be concluded that marital satisfaction is
considerably influenced by self and spouse’s

perspective taking.
